Longaberger Basket Raffle

The Ohio Group of the Transverse Myelitis Association is pleased to announce the raffle of a unique Longaberger basket.  The basket is a 2002 medium size “Market Basket” with large fabric liner in the “Old Glory” pattern, and plastic protector, handmade by The Longaberger Basket Company, Dresden, Ohio.  The bottom side of the basket has been hand initialed by the weaver with the inscription “VCCI 2002”.  In addition, 12 Longaberger family members have added their signatures with the following inscriptions: “Wendy Longaberger 2”; “Jerry Longaberger 3”; “Larry Longaberger 4”; “Tami Longaberger 2003”; “Rachel Longaberger 2003”; “Rich Longaberger 6”; “Mary Longaberger 7”; “Judy Longaberger 8”; “Ginny Longaberger 9”; “Gary Longaberger 10”; “Carmen Longaberger 11”; Jeff Longaberger 12”. No other defining markings are recognized.

Ticket prices are $10 each, or 5 for $45.  A total of not more than 1,000 tickets will be sold and sales are limited to not more than 25 tickets per individual.

Transverse Myelitis is a rare neurological disorder that is part of a spectrum of neuroimmunologic diseases of the central nervous system. The membership of The Transverse Myelitis Association includes persons with TM, their family members and caregivers and the medical professionals who treat people with these disorders. 

The Transverse Myelitis Association was established in 1994 as an organization dedicated to advocacy for those who have this rare neuroimmunologic disorder. It was incorporated as a 501 (c) (3) not-for-profit organization in 1996.

The Transverse Myelitis Association facilitates support and networking opportunities amongst TM families; provides educational information; functions as a clearinghouse for articles and research literature about the TM diagnosis; and investigates, advocates for and supports research and innovative treatment efforts.

The TMA publishes a newsletter for our members twice a year, which contains articles by physicians and health care providers who treat persons with TM. There are also articles written by people with TM. A membership directory is published and distributed annually. An international website is published and maintained at www.myelitis.org and is a leading authority and is frequently used as a reference tool by the medical community on Transverse Myelitis. The TMA assists in the development of local support groups and is involved in various fund-raising efforts to raise awareness and funds for TM research. The TMA supports and conducts various symposiums and workshops involving both professionals and patients for the exchange of information regarding TM research and treatment strategies for persons with TM.

The Ohio Group of the Transverse Myelitis Association is a local support group promoting the mission of the TMA specifically within the state of Ohio.  Other services provided to our members include social agency advocacy, general information dissemination about TM and medical professionals within Ohio that treat it, and presenting opportunities of various health issues for the purpose of maintaining general health for people with neurological deficits.
